SKILEGENDEN JOHAN GROTTUMSBRATENS
PREMIESAMLING TIL SALGS

Johan Grottumsbraten tilhorer, sammen
med Lauritz Bergendahl og Thorleif Haug,
den trio av skikonger som la grunnlager for
Norges renommé som en ledende skinasjon.
Hans gnistrende innsatsvilje og glimrende
skitcknikk bade i langrennsporet og hopp-
bakken forte ham hele til topps i skiverden.
Delragelse i de tre forste olympiske vinter-
leker ga hele 6 olympiske medaljer, i tillegg

til ueallige seire i inn- og utland.

Johan Grottumsbraten ble fodr 24. februar
1899 i Serkedalen, en bygd som har fos-
tret flere fremragende skilopere. Familien
Grotrumsbriven var intet unntak. Johans far,
Peder, vant Kungcp()k;llcn i Husebyrennet
11889 og flere av Johans bradre kunne vise til
gode resultater [ skiloypa. Johan finner vi pa

premiclistene allerede 10 - 11 ar gammel.

1 1917 debuterte Johan i Holmenkollen, ‘Tre
ar senere, 1 1920, kom der store gjennom-
brudder samme sted. Da ble han nr. 2 bade
i kombinert og i 50 km-rennet. I 1920 fikk
han ogsa sin forste internasjonale seier, i [V
Nordisk Vinteridrottsfest i Sodereelje.

Johan Grottumsbraten utmerker seg sarlig
ved sin fremragende skiteknikk. Han be-
hersker alle vanskeligheter i loypene. Det
ble i sin tid skrever om ham at “hadde det
vart alminnelig med slalim i hans tid, er det
ikke tvil om at han hadde blitt en alpinist i
internasjonalt format”. Det er dessuten be-
merkelsverdig at en kombinertekspert ogsa
kunne hevde seg sa fremragende i 50 km-
sporet, noe hans olympiske bronsemedalje

og 2. plass i Holmenkollen forteller om.

6 OLYMPISKE MEDALJER

De forste olympiske vinterleker fane sted i
Chamonix [ 1924. Johan Grotrumsbriten
deltok bade i Chamonix og i de to etterfol-
gende vinterlekene i St. Moritz 1 1928 og i
Lake Placid i 1932. Tilsammen tok han hele

Man kan ikke skildre Johan Grottumsbratens
karriere uten ogsaa nevne hans innsats som
motstandsmann under siste krig. Johan
Grottumsbraten dode i 1983, 84 ar gam-
mel. 11999 ble det reist en statue av ham
ved Sportsrestauranten pa Frognersereren
i Oslo. Statuen er utfort av billedhugge-
ren Nils Aas og ble avduket av H.M. Kong
Harald 15. Okrober 1999.

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PRIZE COLLECTION OF SKI
LEGEND JOHAN GROTTUMSBRATEN

Johan Grettumsbriten, alongside Lauritz
Bergendahl and Thorleif Haug, comprised
the trio of ski kings who formed the founda-
tion of Norway's reputation as a leading ski
nation. His outstanding willpower and faw-
less technique both in cross country and on
the ski jump took him all the way to the top
in the world of skiing. Participation in the
first three winter games brought him no less
than six Olympic medals, as well as countless
victories at home and abroad.

Johan Grottumsbriten was born on 24
February 1899 in Sorkedalen, a small town
which has produced several excellent skiers.
The Grottumsbriten family was no excep-
tion. Johan's father Peder was awarded the
Royal Cup for his result in the competition
Huscbyrennet in 1889. Several of Johan's
brothers demonstrated good resultes in the
ski tracks. Johan himself made the lists as
young as ten or cleven years old.

In 1917 Johan made his first appearance in
Holmenkollen. Three years later, in 1920,
this was also the location of his major break-
through, when he came second in both the
combined event and in the 50 km cross
country race. In 1920 Johan celebrated his
first international victory, at the I'V Nordic
Winter Games in Sodertelje.

Johan Grotrumsbraten gained distinction
by means of his outstanding skiing tech-
nique. He mastered every difficulty of the
ski track. It was once written about him that
had slalom been a common sport in his day,
he would most likely also have been an alpine
skier of international rank. Morcover, it is
remarkable that a combined event special-
ist could excel in the 50 km race. This was
also emphasized by an Olympic bronze and
a second place in Holmenkollen.
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SIX OLYMPIC MEDALS

The first Winter Olympic Games ook place
in Chamonix in 1924. Johan Grottumsbraten
participated both in Chamonix and in the
two consccutive Winter Games, 1928 in
St, Moritz and 1932 in Lake Placid. He won
a rotal of six Olympic medals.

Wearing start number four, he skied as first
man in the track and had to break his way
through most of the Chamonix 50 km race.
He still won the bronze. In Chamonix he also
won the silver medal for his 18 km race, and
the bronze medal in the combined event.

In the second Olympic Winter Games in
St. Moritz in 1928, Johan won the gold medal
both in the 18 km and the combined event.
He beat the silver medallist in the 18 km by
exactly two minutes. In the combined cross
country he was more than five minutes ahead
of number two!

Johan Grettumsbriten concluded his Olympic
career in Lake Placid in 1932 by winning the
gold medal in the combined event. He also won
the individual 18 km race in Lake Placid.

THREE WORLD TITLES

Johan Grettumsbriten launched his World
Championship carcer by winning the gold
medal in the combined event under extreme
conditions in Lahti in 1926. He beat his fiere-
est competitor Thorleif Haug by as much as
three minutes in the cross country race. In
Lahti he was also fourth in the ski jump.

During the World Championships in Ober-
hofin 1931 he repeated his accomplishment
at St. Moritz by winning two gold medals,
both in the individual cross country ski race
and in the combined event. In the combined
event he beat the next competitor by 20

points! In the ski jump competition, however,
he ended up in thirteenth place that year.

10 ROYAL CUPS AND KING OF

THE HOLMENKOLLEN ARENA

Johan Grottumsbriten and his achievements
in the Holmenkollen races is a unique picce
of ski history. He won the Royal Cup five
times - in 1923, 1926, 1928, 1929 and 1931
- and he was second three times and third
three times in the combined event. He won
the cross country race five times. He was sec-
ond, third and fourth in the Holmenkollen
50 km race and was on the rostrum an im-
pressive 13 times. The Holmenkollen medal
has rarcly been more deserved than it was
when Johan Grottumsbraten was awarded
this honour in 1924,

Johan Grottumsbriten also won the
Norwegian Championships. After com-
ing third in the National Championships’
combined event in 1922, he made it in the
National Championships in Drammen in
1926. Here he achicved yet another Royal
Cup. In addition to this onc and the five Cups
he won at Holmenkollen, he went on to win
another four Royal Cups: in Kongsvinger in
1922, in Kristiansund and Hamar in 1925
The Hamar Cup,

however, was never awarded. The regulations

and in Tromso in 1927.

rendered itimpossible to win two Royal Cups
in a national race within the same year!

It is impossible to depict Johan
Grotrumsbriten’s carcer without mentioning
his efforts for the resistance during the last
war. He passed away in 1983, at the age of
84. In 1999 his statue was erected near the
Sportsrestauranten at the Frognerseteren in
Oslo. The statue is by the sculptor Nils Aas,
and was unveiled by His Majesty King Harald
on 15 October 1999.
